We welcome you and your team to the 2011 NSA California Fall West Pac Championships in Modesto and Manteca,

California.

Listed below are some of the general rules that will apply to our tournaments to be held at our tournament locations.

General rules may vary depending upon what location you may be at. Directions to the fields can be found on our

website. www.nsacal.com

GATE FEE — AT ALL SITES: There will be a gate fee of $4.00 per adult, $2.00 for seniors and $2.00 for Kids 8 - 17
per day, at all gate sites. There is no charge for the players and up to 4 coaches per team. Gate fee paid per day
will be good at all sites for that day.

ICE CHEST & OUTSIDE FOOD/DRINKS: All complexes has a full service snack bar. Therefore, NO ICE CHEST OR
OUTSIDE FOOD/DRINKS will be allowed inside the gate at the complex. TEAMS MAY BRING ONE CHEST FOR
THE PLAYERS. IT WILL BE TAGGED AT THE GATE.

NO SMOKING: There is no smoking allowed in the bleacher and snack bar area at all sites. Smoking will be only
allowed at designated smoking areas outside the gated complex and away from the fields of play. Smokers,
Thank you for being considerate of this rule for the kids.

NO ALCOHOL: No alcohol is allowed at any of the fields including the parking lots.

NO SCOOTERS, ROLLER BLADES, SKATEBOARD, BIKES, BASKETBALLS, ETC: will be allowed inside the park. This
is for the safety concern for everyone in the tournament.

PLEASE LEAVE THE PETS HOME: No pets even on a leash are allowed inside the park at all times. The only
exception is for legal guide or companion dogs.

PLEASE KEEP THE AREA CLEAN: Please do your parts in assisting us in keeping the parks clean of your garbage
and debris. Team Managers will be responsible for all persons including players and coaches as well as
spectators associated with their teams Thank You for all your help and support to make this possible.

LOCK YOUR VEHICLES: Do not leave valuables in sight. Like other cities, parking lots have occasional vehicle
break-ins. These mainly occur when valuables or items of interest are within view. Although we try to observe
the comings and goings in our parking lot, it is not secure. Please report any suspicious activity to the
Tournament Director.

WARM UPS: Warm ups are allowed in the grass areas between the fields, deep against the outfield fences with
approval of the plate umpire for that field. No hitting balls into any of the fences. No warm ups on the interior of
the infield during field prep. The crew will let you know when they are done.

CLEAN UP: You are responsible for the cleaning up after yourselves at the warm ups areas and on the field
(dugouts).



11. GAME RULES:

e 5 up run rule will be enfored for the 10U division.

e Run rule will be enforced per the NSA rulebook, including the championship games. Forfeits are a score of 7
-0.

e Run Ruleis as follows : 12 after 3, 10 after 4 and 8 after 5

e Inthe NSA, teams are allowed to bat 11 players, and still have defensive of 9 players. If you start the game,
batting 11, you must finish the game batting 11.

e All offensive substitutes must be reported to the umpire.

e A coin flip will determine the home team. Home team will be the official scorekeeper. Base umpire is
responsible for keeping the runs and confirming every % inning with both scorekeepers. The base umpire is
also responsible for turning in the final score sheet to the tournament director.

e Game Times: Saturday - Time limit: No new inning after 70 minutes; Sunday - Time limit: No new inning
after 75 minutes and 90 minutes for Championships.

e Game time is forfeit time. Saturday - Must have 8 players to start the game. Sunday - Must have 9 players to
start the game.

e All coaches are expected to control their respective teams and fans during the tournament.

e Rule and / or player protest require a $75 cash bond per question payable in advance by the protesting
team. The money will be returned if the protest is upheld. The umpire-in-chief and / or the tournament
director will make the final rulings.

e Championship Bracket Seeding will be determined by Points, Head to Head, Runs Allowed, Runs Scored and
Coin Flip.

As Manager and /or Head Coach, you will be responsible for all actions pertaining to your team and team spectators.
General rules have been posted on our website and you have had ample time to review them with your parents. We will
address any situation directly with you if they should arise.

NSA CHAMPIONSHIP TOURNAMENT RAIN OUT POLICY
3 GAME FORMAT

In the event of a rainout, teams will receive a pro-rated refund, or credit toward a future tournament with the same
tournament director. The pro-rated amount is equal to:

> The tournament was advertised as a three (3) game guarantee, but only if we don’t experience any conditions
out of our control.

» For the first game started or completed, $150 will be deducted from the $400 entry fee. An additional $150
will be deducted for the 2™ game and if you do not start or complete your 3" game, $100 will be deducted.

» The remainder will be refunded or credited, whichever the team prefers. The tournament director has the
right to refund the money within 7 days after the tournament, and is not required to refund at the site of the
tournament.

> Awards will be given out if a winner can be determined by the results of the completed games.
